JUDGMENT AS TO THE
CITY OF CHICAGO AND ITS MAYOR

Plaintiffs Michael L. Shakman and Paul M. lurie have
£iled their First Amended Complaint, ag supplemented, on
behalf of themselves and the classes they represent as
determined by previous Order of Court. The First Amended .
Complaint, as supplemented, alleges that defendants violated
plaintiffs' rights by illegally conditioning, basing and '
affecting the obtaining and maintaining of governmental
employment upon politicsl sponsorship, affiliation, and
suppert.

. on May S, 1972, this Court entered a Consent Judgment
with fespect to, among others, the City of Chicago and its
Mayor, prohibiting the conditioning, basing or affecting any
term or aspect of governmental employment (with respect to
persons once hired) upoh OT becauss of any political reason
or factor. That Consent Judgment retained Jurisdiction for -
the parties to continue to litigate the question of whether
politicval sponsorship or other political considerations may
be taken intp account in hiring employees. It Alsc retained
jurisdiction to enable the parties to apply to the Court for
Turther orders and directions for the carrying out of the
provisions of the 1972 Consent Judgment and to enforce
compliance with its provizions, as well as to deternine
which governmental employment positions should be exenmpt
fxom its provisions.

On September 24, 1979, this Court granted plaintiffs’
Motion for Partial Summary Judgment and entered extensive ’
findings of fact and conclusions of law, finding basically that
various defendants, including the City of Chicage, illegally
conditioned, based and affected the hiring of perscns for
gevernmental employment upon and because of their pelitieal
sponsorship, affiliation and SUPPOTt. This Court held an
evidentiary hearing, and received extensive memoranda with
respect to the form of relief tO be provided for the viclatiens
of plaintiffs’ zrights as determined by that decision.

This Judgment is entered to provide relief for the
violations of plaintiffs' rights as determined ip the decision
of September 24, 1979, and to prevent further such viclations
of plaintiffs' rights. It is also entered to carry out and
implement the 1972 Consent Judgment.

The purposes of this Judgment are to elininate the con-
aitioning, basing or affecring of employment with the Cicy
of Chicage on politieal reasons or factors while maintzining
the abillty of the elected officials of the City lawfully to
ectablish, manage and direct the policies and 2f#faizs of the
City. .

 This Judgment goes no further than to attempt to elimi-
nate political considerations in the hiring of pop-exempt
Governmental Employees: it does not impose a civil service
system nar dogs it necessitate that a merit system be utilized.

NOW, THEREFQRE, it is Ordered, Adjudged aad Decreed as
follows: .

R Jurisdiction. This Court has jurisdiction of the
parties to this Judgment and of the subject matter of this
action under Sections 1331 and 1343(3) of Title 28 of the
United States Code.
